Sales begin 
at 7:15AM on Saturday at the ski area ticket window. Payments can be made by 
cash or check but not by credit card. 
 

Waiver:  
Anyone wishing to purchase a lift ticket must have completed the EZ Waiver 
online (http://ezwaiver.com/aus/) prior to obtaining a lift ticket.  Before race 
day, please complete the EZ Waiver online.  You also might want to bring a 
copy with you to the race.  
 

Parking: 
Parking attendants will be onsite to guide you – PLEASE FOLLOW THEIR 
INSTRUCTIONS AND BE COURTEOUS.  Please carpool where possible as 
parking is limited.  DO NOT park on Mary Hill Rd, you may be issued a parking 
ticket and/or towed.  We will be parking SUV’s and 4x4’s in the field to the 
northwest of the lodge.  A drop off space will be available on the north side of the 
lodge.  As a courtesy to your fellow racers, please be prepared to quickly drop off 
equipment and people if you intend to use this temporary space.
